I am a workaholic- and I found my self
worth with each milestone we met,
because I am an achieveaholic. And as the
needs kept coming, I kept demanding the
team to expand, adjust and meet the
various needs of the church and
community, because, you guessed it, I am
a people-pleaseraholic as well.

       One Tuesday afternoon, just after a
successful Turkey drive where we served
over 1500 families with full turkey and
sides meals, I sat down to study for that
Sunday's message. I was depleted,
physically and emotionally exhausted. But
I plowed through my sermon prep, and
hammered out a solid post-Thanksgiving
sermon outline. It was entitled, "Now
What?" I told the story of Jesus feeding
5000 people with a boys small lunch sack
of 2 fish and 5 bread loaves. I asked
probing questions from the text such as:
what do you do next after the high of the
miraculous wears down?

                I am Terrell Fletcher, and I am a
recovering workaholic, achieveaholic, a
people-pleaseraholic, and an insistent
neglector of my spiritual self... I started
this devotion with this disclaimer
because it's a truth that you should
know about me before you keep
reading... Now read on.
As a former pastor, I spent my life giving
the best of my wisdom, intellect, idea's
and emotional energy to a congregation
and community I wholly loved. We grew
together and did a lot of good for a lot of
people. It was such a blessing that there
were days when I would sit at my desk to
prep for a sermon series and think to
myself, "wow, I am so lucky. I get to study
the Word of God, and serve people for a
living!!!"  

And I indeed, did feel lucky. But as the
church grew, the demands and
expectations grew; can we feed more
people, raise more money, invite more
guests, preach a better sermon, etc. I
was up for the challenge because of
course,

Why A Spiritual Devotional?

"I am a recovering workaholic,
achievaholic, people-pleaserholic and

incessant neglector of my spiritual self."
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And boy did I pay a price. My spiritual
vitality and joy diminished. My
discernment and keenness became dull,
and though I was as sharp of a speaker as
ever, my spiritual hearing became muffled
and muted. It was as if God had stopped
speaking to me. To be so engrossed in
the work of faith, I had never felt so far
away from God. And so I thought.

The truth is that God was actually closer
than ever. He never moved away from
me, and even feigned for me to slow
down to reconnect with Him. He never
wanted me to work harder, achieve more
or please everyone. His hope was that I
would unbusy myself so He and I could be
Alone, Together. 

My spiritual dryness only deepened when
I went through a personal crisis. Instead
of running toward God to be refreshed, I
ran further seeking comfort in my work
and new freedoms. They didn't work. 
and fortunately for me, a bottom was
near. 

and, "can you ever be satisfied with a
natural life after you've performed super-
natural things? I also grappled with the
emotional toil associated with expanding
and decompressing- the emotional
journey of ministry. That sermon went
over amazingly well, but that week of prep
set a horrible precedent for the way I
would do my life for the next 6 years. 
Subconsciously, I performed a common
error of many gifted speakers. My ministry
mentor would warn me of this time and
time again but sadly I had  fallen prey: I'd
become too busy to listen. My life was
more consumed with working for God
than growing with Him. As a negative
result, I went the the Scriptures to get
sermons, not to hear the voice of God. I
approached the Bible week after week,
and developed great homily corporately,
but neglected to grow closer to God
personally. The busyness of being a
workaholic, achievaholic and a people
pleaseraholic ultimately led me to be an
insistent neglector of my spiritual self.  

Too Busy For God?

The truth is that God was closer than
ever. He never moved away from me,

and instead desired for me to slow down
to reconnect with Him.
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 This can happen for you as well and you
can experience a second wind of
freshness over your soul, as remarkable
as the first time! So if my story resonates
with you and need water over your heart
again, or are just in need of a spiritual
reconnection this devotional is for you.

             Now, lets talk details:
You should approach this devotional not
as a 'fix all,' but rather as an opportunity.
This devotional is designed for the reader
to read, speak, and sit- all in 7 minutes.
You will read Gods word, speak your
declarations aloud, then sit intently
pondering the thought and absorbing the
safety of God's presence. 

Over the next 28 days you will be given an
opportunity to experience God in a way
that perhaps you have not been
challenged to before. In this regard, this is
no ordinary devotional. This devotional is
not religious, but relational. Everyday
expect God to meet you

My bottom was not a drama filled episode
where I lost everything and everyone.
Instead, my bottom was a simple, yet
profound realization that what I was doing
was not working. I was chasing something
I could not catch  and moving so much,
that all I was, was tired. I was depleted
with no reserves. I needed to  refill, then
refresh my entire journey with God and
rethink my approach as to how I would
live out my faith. Slowing down and
reconnecting with Source was a must.
And when I did, my life changed. I
discovered the art of Biblical meditation
and began intentionally exercising the
power of declaring Gods word.  Shortly
after, I noticed that I began to hear Gods
voice and sense His manifest presence
again. God was speaking to me from
every scripture I read. His presence
revitalized my soul. My keenness and
discernment returned; and in a short
period of time, the joy of my salvation felt,
well, joyful again.
